· Introduction to philosophy. Question about philosophy. Presentation of positions concerning the subject of philosophy on the example of selected philosophers (for example. Plato, Aristotle, St. Augustine, Descartes, I. Kant, J. G. Fichte, Hegel, L. Wittgenstein, M. Heidegger, K. Jaspers, K. Popper).

· Philosophy and other sciences. Philosophy and empirical sciences. Philosophy and science, myth, poetry, religion, ideology. Division of philosophy due to historical location. Philosophy as an inspiration for the development of science 

· Historical and problematic approach to philosophy. Philosophical disciplines (characteristics, representatives) e.g. ontology, epistemology, philosophical anthropology, ethics, aesthetics, logic, methodology, philosophy of nature, social philosophy, philosophy of language, philosophy of culture. Rationalism and empiricism.

· The origins of ancient philosophy. The question of the beginning, principles, arché: Thales of Miletus, Anaximander, Anaximenes. Truth and opinion, truth and existence; being and thinking - towards Parmenides. Two views on the object of philosophy: Parmenides and Heraclitus from Ephesus. Zeno from Elea and arguments against movement. Democritus and Epicurus. Pythagoreans - the number is the measure of all things, the concept of beauty.

· Man as the subject of philosophical reflection. Sophists: man as a measure of all things. Socrates: ethical intellectualism; presentation of methods; dialogue as the basis for finding answers.

· Plato - in search of perfection. Analysis of metaphors, ideas, for example, the idea of beauty, Good. Kinds of cognition, method, anamnesis. Theory of the state. Unwritten studies as a prelude to new research.

· Basic problems in Aristotle's philosophy: definitions of tragedy, matter and form, act and potency, substance and accidents. Eudaimonia, a man seeking happiness. 

· Philosophical schools. Philosophical reflections of Stoics, Epicureans and Sceptics.

· Differences and similarities in philosophizing in different periods of ancient philosophy.

· Plotinus – what is the One?
